Several issues were addressed at this forum. These included the specific responsibilities
of the Marriage Officer and Civil Registrar and common errors to avoid. Caring for
marriage documents was also highlighted. The CEO gave a brief presentation where she
highlighted some of the unique occurrences involving fraudulent and illegal activities
relating to marriages that the Agency had to handle from time to time. She also addressed

the issue of Articulo-Mortis-(marriage carried out on death beds).
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The training seminar, at which approximately 40 marriage officers attended, provided a

forum in which many issues involving the duties and responsibilities of the Marriage




Officers were highlighted and clarified. The greater part of the day’s proceedings
involved a comprehensive examination of the Marriage Act of 1897 which governs all

marriage officers and civil registrars.

In addition all marriage officers in attendance were given Identification Cards which will

grant theme ease of entry to the Agency.
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
